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CRUISE REVIEW AND RECOMMENDATIONS:

So as a lot of you know my wife Michelle and | tend to go on quite a
few cruises and | get asked often if it is worth it or not to vacation on
a cruise. So | figured | would give you some of my impressions and
advice for those of you who are considering a cruise.

| have been on seven cruises (which seems like a lot, but on the last
cruise there was one person who had been on one hundred and
twenty four cruises) so | have a good understanding of the tricks,
but there may be others | have yet to discover. | find Cruising to be
one of the most cost effective and relaxing vacations out there, if
you follow some simple tips.

BOOK EARLY. And by early | mean two years in advance if you can.
By booking early you can save significantly on the cost of the

cruise in April of 2018 cost us (Total for both of us) $1975 for nine

the same category room | got was going for $2750, almost $800
more.

TAKE ADVANTAGE OF POINTS. We travel Royal Caribbean, and by
applying for their credit card we got $100 off the next cruise, and by
using the card for everyday purchases we have over the last six
cruises saved at least $500 per cruise, and actually $2750 on my
cruise in 2015. (yes they actually paid me $300 to cruise with them)

AVOID THE WINDJAMMER BUFFET. The food is good, but the sea
of rude and unclean humanity that overwhelms this venue makes
finding another alternative a very appealing option. There are plenty
of eating options on the ship and the all you can eat buffet is one
you can skip without feeling you missed out.

GET YOUR DRINKS IN A PLAIN CUP. Many of the “drinks of the
day” and specialty drinks come in a souvenir cup by default, but all
can be obtained in a normal plain glass. You can save $3 to $6 per
drink if you let them keep their souvenir cup. Just ask for a plain
glass when ordering. (Note even if you opt for the all you can drink
alcohol package you would still be charged for the souvenir glass).

GET YOUR SHORE EXCURSIONS ON YOUR OWN. The ship offers
many excursions for your visits to the islands, all of which cost
double what it would cost you to book the same trip on your own on
the internet. Save your money for something else.

DINING ROOM & SPECILTY RESTURAUNTS. Try something new,
Order something you have never tried the more outrageous the
better. If you don’t like it they will bring you something else at no
extra cost. | personally am not a fan of the main dining room, too
crowded and it tends to feel more like a catered event than a
restaurant, it's not bad, but | want better. For a modest fee Royal
Caribbean (about $20 each if you buy a plan ahead of time) offers
several high end restaurants that are so much better than what you
get in the dining room in service and food quality. On our last cruise
we went to them six out of the seven days and were never
disappointed.

| recommend Royal Caribbean, but | have also heard good things
about Norwegian Cruise lines. If you want to leave locally |

r 0S pradoimend the Anthem of the Seas out of New York, (Boston
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the seas) are great ships with lots of on board activities for all a

groups and lots of eating and entertainment venues.
